ECWO5212-L Upside 
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1 5G LED 5G Wi-Fi status (Blue). The 5G LED will always on when a VAP(SSID) is 

enabled, and the 5G LED will blink when there is 5G traffic. 

2 2.4G LED  2.4G Wi-Fi status (Blue). The 2.4G LED will always on when a VAP(SSID) is 

enabled, and the 2.4G LED will blink when there is 2.4G traffic. 

3 Status LED ECWO5212-L status (Green). The Status LED will start blinking when the 

ECWO5212-L is booting. After finishing booting, the Status LED will always 

on. 

4 Ventilation Valve Due to extreme weather conditions, water vapor in the ECWO5212-L may 

condense. The valve allows ventilation to prevent moisture buildup within the

9 Restart / Reset Button Press once to restart the system; hold for more than 5 seconds to reset the 

system to factory default settings. 

10 SMA connector  The SMA connectors are for 5G antennas. 
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Hardware Installation  

Please follow the steps mentioned below to install the hardware of ECWO5212-L: 

 

1. Attach 5G antennas on the ECWO5212-L 

 

2. Place the ECWO5212-L at the best location. 

The best location for ECWO5212-L is usually at the center of your intended wireless network. 

 

Wall mount 

1. Secure screws on the wall. 

2. Hang ECWO5212-L on the wall by pole mounting holes. 
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Pole mount 

1. Insert the metal strips through the pole mounting gap. 

2. Join the two ends of the metal strips and adjust the length for tight fitting around the pole. 

 

 

 

3. Connect the ECWO5212-L to your network device. 

Connect one end of the Ethernet cable to the Uplink (PoE) port of ECWO5212-L and the other end of the 

cable to a switch, a router, or a hub. ECWO5212-L is then connected to your existing wired LAN network. 

 

4. Power on the ECWO5212-L. 

ECWO5212-L Uplink (PoE) port is capable of receiving DC currents. Connect an IEEE 802.3at-compliant 

PSE device (e.g. a PoE-switch) to the Uplink (PoE) port of ECWO5212-L with the Ethernet cable. 

 

Now, the Hardware Installation is complete.  

 

¶ To verify the wired connection between ECWO5212-L and your switch / router / hub, please also 

check the LED indicator of the respective network devices. 
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Getting Started  

 

Edgecore ECWO5212-L supports web-based configuration. Upon the completion of hardware installation, 

Access Point can be configured through a PC by using its web browser such as Mozilla Firefox 2.0 or Internet 

Explorer version 6.0 and above. 

The default values of LAN IP address and subnet mask of ECWO5212-L are: 

 

IP Address 192.168.1.10 

Subnet Mask 255.255.255.0 

 

Steps: 

1. To access the web management interface, connect the administrator PC to the LAN port of ECWO5212-L 

via an Ethernet cable. Then, set a static IP address on the same subnet mask as ECWO5212-L in TCP/IP 

of your PC, such as the following example: 

IP Address: 192.168.1.100 

Subnet Mask: 255.255.255.0  

 

2. Launch the web browser on your PC by entering the IP address of ECWO5212-L (http://192.168.1.10) at 

the address field, and then press Enter.

3. The following Admin Login Page will appear. Enter “admin” for both the Username and Password fields, 

and then click Login.
